Parent Confirmation Covenant 2009-2010

I understand that Confirmation is a time for my son or daughter to learn, grow and explore new ideas, to get to know others and to have fun!  I commit myself to growing and maturing as a disciple of Jesus Christ and to helping my son or daughter grow and mature as a disciple of Jesus Christ.

I acknowledge that the center of the community we are forming is Jesus Christ. I am willing to learn new ways to give and to receive Christ’s love as we journey together in Christian community.  

I will work with my son or daughter to complete all Confirmation assignments prior to class and I will initiate conversations with my son or daughter about the assignments and topics being discussed in this Confirmation Journey.

I understand that my own engagement with the life of Epworth United Methodist will have a direct impact, perhaps the largest impact, on my child’s faith development.  As a disciple of Jesus Christ and as a Christian role model to my son or daughter, I agree to full participation in the life of Epworth United Methodist including weekly worship attendance, adult Sunday school, adult Bible study, fellowship opportunities, work area meetings and other outreach programs.

I will make Confirmation a priority in my son or daughter’s life and I will do everything possible to be certain that my son or daughter all seven Confirmation Weekend Retreats,  the 2009 Junior Mission Week, the Sunday morning Confirmation classes, Sunday morning classes, Sunday evening Junior SWAT at 6:00 pm and the other worship and service experiences as listed on the sheet entitled “Items of Required Attendance and Program Content” .   If my son or daughter is sick and misses one or two of these Attendance elements, I understand that it is the responsibility of my son or daughter to makeup the program content of the element missed.  Not making up the missed elements or not attending the Confirmation Retreats and the Junior High Mission Week WILL RESULT in not getting confirmed until the following Confirmation Year when all required elements of this Confirmation Journey are completed.

Additionally, I understand that my son or daughter’s Confirmation Journey does not just include the List of Required Attendance and Program Content, but also their full participation in the life of Epworth United Methodist including weekly worship attendance, weekly Sunday school attendance, weekly Sunday evening Junior SWAT at 6:00 pm along with other service and outreach opportunities for our Junior High Youth.  

I understand that following the Confirmation Journey my son or daughter will be given the opportunity to make a public profession of faith before our Epworth Congregation.  I acknowledge that only my child and God can know when the time is right to make such a profession of faith and I agree to honor whatever decision my son or daughter makes.
